Anik is also very present in francophone schools, initiating two large-scale artistic projects, Croisée and Impro en mouvement, which since 2008 have involved over 300 students.  In 2011, she created En studio avec nous, an event that reaches out to the public and the community, inviting them to experience the company's work in a participatory way. Anik Bouvrette is the recipient of the 2007 Mid-Career Artist Award from the Council for the Arts in Ottawa.
